
1 He is the owner of the Wave Dancer.
2 It is a boat with two engines.
3 Harry’s crew.
4 Because he owned the Wave Dancer.
5 ‘Don’t I know you?’ and, ‘You’re from London, aren’t

you?’
6 He was planning to go diving.
7 Chubby and Angelo.
8 At St Mary’s, an island off the coast of East Africa.
