(c) The tiger’s head from the Tiger Throne was very
beautiful./I wanted to know what ‘Sherry’ hadn’t told
me about herself. Now I know./Was the treasure
worth the deaths of Angelo and Chubby?/I’m glad
Manny Resnick, Lorna Page and Manny’s men are
dead./It was right to arrange to give the treasure to St
Mary’s./Now I’ll have a new boat and I’ll be able to live
well./I know she’ll come to St Mary’s to be with me./I
don’t even know her name./The future is going to be
good.
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
